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Wineinger says ‘machine gun time’ horrific
JUNE 12, 2018, HENDERSONVILLE, TENN. — The Rev. Merrilee Wineinger, Democratic candidate for Tennessee’s 6th Congressional District, calls opponent's machine gun fundraiser “horrific and disgusting.”

Republican Judd Matheny is hosting a machine gun fundraiser. The invite even says, “Alright, it’s machine gun time in Tennessee.” The Facebook post continues to state that all ages are welcome - "$1 per round you fire out of any of our 15+ machine guns.”

“This type of fundraiser is disturbing. It shows a grave insensitivity to post it on the anniversary of the Pulse Nightclub shooting in Orlando that resulted in 43 people killed and 53 wounded,” said Wineinger.

“I believe in the Second Amendment. I am not anti-gun, but I am pro-gun safety. I believe everyone should have the right to own a gun for self-protection or hunting. However, machine guns should be banned, because they have one purpose and one purpose only – to kill as many people as possible in the shortest amount of time,” she said.

Wineinger added that Congress doesn’t need more representatives who are beholding to the Gun Lobby, which has given Matheny an A+ rating as a Tennessee state Representative for District 47 for past 16 years.

“I will stand on the side of the people and will work with organizations to require background checks for all gun sales; to restore the Federal Assault Weapons Ban; and to put in place mechanisms that would allow for the temporary removal of guns from people who have exhibited recent dangerous behavior.

“We need to know that when our children get on a school bus in the morning that they will return home safely to us that afternoon. We all need to feel safe when we go to the movies or out to eat,” she continued. “Representatives like Mr. Matheny apparently believes having a ‘machine gun day’ is the answer. I do not.”

Wineinger, a Hendersonville resident, has received the Moms Demand Action Gun Sense Candidate distinction and has been endorsed by LEAP Forward, a project to grade legislators on gun policy and highlight candidates who founder Charles Yeganian believes would provide improvement over sitting lawmakers.
